Alternatives include a community
halfway house; house arrest; probation options; delayed sentencing; and family-based treatment. At
minimum, please ensure access to a breast pump and allow regularly scheduled times for milk expression,
provide for safe and sanitary storage of the expressed milk until collected by the child’s caregiver, and
